6 (Although the Convention does not contain express provisions on the use of force in the arrest of

ships- international law> which is applicable by virtue of article 293 of the Convention- requires that

the use of force must be avoided as far as possible and > where force is unavoidable > it must not go

beyond what is reasonable and necessary in the circumstances. Considerations of humanity must apply

in the law of the sea > as they do in other areas of international law. These principles have been

followed over the years in law enforcement operations at sea.)
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o Warning shots to prevent the target vessel from escaping or to force the target vessel to comply with
instructions to stop and be boarded are prohibited . Instead > personnel in charge of unit afloat shall
employ other means necessary to force the target vessel to comply with instructions given.

18 The use of deadly force (firearms) should be the last resort and should only be resorted in
self-defense or in defense of others against the imminent threat of death or serious injury » to prevent
the perpetration of a particularly serious crime involving grave threat to life » to arrest a person
presenting such a danger and resisting their authority > or to prevent his or her escape > and only when
less extreme means are insufficient to achieve these objectives is present. Towards thisend > the
principle of proportionality shall always be observed. This principle provides that the force must be
reasonable in intensity - duration and magnitude > and based on all facts known at the time. The level
of force in terms of the types of weapons and the rates of usage must be limited to that which is
reasonable necessary to counter the threat. Moreover > the employment of deadlyforce/weapons should
be controlled - precise and with sufficient fire warnings in order to avoid the accidental inflicting of
casualties on innocent civilians. Shooting shall not be resorted to if it will endanger innocent people

within the target area.
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
